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Abstract. Seven species of ants, Hypoponera sp. 4, Proceratium japonicum, Proceratium

sp. 4, Myrmecina flava, Leptothorax arimensis, Camponotus nipponensis, and Smithistruma

sp. 4, were added to the fauna of Saitama Pref., Japan.
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
